SUB : Implementation of Risk Management System (RMS) for 

                        DEPB clearances - regarding


In continuation of S.O. No. 13/2007 dated 14.3.2007 it has now been decided to extend the RMS module for the clearances under the DEPB scheme too.  Certain guidelines to the officers posted in the DEPB section and Docks for managing the RMS are given below.

2.
The implementation of the RMS module in respect of DEPB clearances will be effective from 23.05.2007 .

3.
In respect of DEPB Scrips issued prior to online transmission of DEPB Scrips, the Importers/ CHAs will continue to be required to register the DEPB scrip/ Release Advice and Registration Number will then be issued which should be quoted in the  appropriate column of the Bill of Entry. In respect of online transmission of Scrips, the importers/ CHAs will be required to quote the DEPB Licence no. at the time of filing the Bills of Entry. 

4.
Bills of Entry and the Import General Manifest (IGM) will continue to be filed electronically in the ICES either through the Service Centre or through the ICEGATE mode and the data forwarded to the RMS.  The RMS will then generate the treatment code for the Bill of Entry based on risk parameters and intelligence received.  The output in the form of treatment code alongwith the appraising/ examination instructions would be conveyed to the concerned officer as in the respect of Bills of Entry filed under Non-DEPB Scheme.  In case of Non-facilitated Bills of Entry, the procedure for assessment as followed in respect of Non-DEPB Bills of Entry would continue to be followed and the AO/of the concerned Group will have to assess the Bill of Entry forwarded to him as is being presently done, aided with the set of Appraising Instructions and incorporating the examination instructions in the examination order.  Whereas in respect of facilitated Bills of Entry, the DEPB Scrip will be debited by the AO/DEPB Debit alongwith following other procedures enumerated in the S.O. No. 13/ 2007 dated 14.3.2007.

5.
As regards procedures such as amendments in IGM/BE, PCA, C.C.R.s, Examination etc. the same would continue in a manner as is being called for in respect of Non-DEPB clearances.

6.
Where it is necessary to submit various Bonds, U/Ts, Miscellaneous Certificates, permits or such w.r.t. any notification benefit sought or in fulfillment of conditions to certain Allied Acts the same will be verified physically and debited manually by the Appraiser of concerned group in respect of Non-facilitated Bills of Entry and by the AO/DEPB Debit in case of facilitated Bills of Entry.  The concerned officer would at the same time also verify that the necessary Bond/ Miscellaneous Certificate details are declared in the system by the Importer/ CHA at the time of filing of the Bill of Entry.

All other aspects of clearance will be governed by the RMS Standing Order No. 13/2007 dated 14.03.2007 issued by Commissioner of Customs, Ahmedabad.
