I am directed to refer to  board’s Circulars Circular No. 66/96-Cus. dated 26.12.96 and Circular No. 02/2002 Cus. dated 8.1.2002, on the above subject.

2. It is stated that the provision for issuance of Export Certificates as per Circular No. 66/96-Cus. dated 26.12.96 and Circular No. 02/2002 Cus. dated 8.1.2002 to frequently traveling international passengers have been prescribed to enable them to take out expensive equipments and bring them back dutyfree on their return journey. 

3.  Instances have been brought to the notice of the Board that instruction on issuance of Export Certificates are not being followed uniformly by the field formations. It is reiterated that Board’s instructions (as referred to above) may be strictly followed to facilitate frequently traveling international passengers, who may be requiring such Export Certificates.
